Climate change is no longer a debate; it is happening, and is arguably the greatest challenge facing humankind, with projected costs of 5% and up to 20% of global GDP per year, unless urgent action is taken. Thus, climate change is a business challenge. 
At the same time, we believe there are enormous opportunities for businesses to improve their standing and their bottom line through actions that cut CO2 emissions. This is especially relevant in Ukraine, as in other countries of our region, where efficiency of energy use is still very limited and there is enormous potential for developing “clean” and renewable energy, potentially with outside support through Joint-Implementation and other mechanisms. As climate change and security of energy supply becomes an increasing challenge, there are real and growing market opportunities for companies who offer solutions to these challenges.

The actions companies need to take to improve their energy efficiency and reduce CO2 emissions are entirely compatible with their aim of improving shareholder and stakeholder value. World-class companies that are members of WWF’s Climate Savers programme, including e.g. Hewlett Packard, Nokia, Tetra Pak, Lafarge, Johnson & Johnson, and IBM, will have reduced their collective CO2 emissions by over 10 million tons by 2010. Companies also have substantial opportunities for doing good business by providing solutions to the challenges we are facing. 
The seminar will examine the challenges facing us from Climate Change and what this can mean for businesses, both in terms of potential costs as well as opportunities, including carbon trading. We will end with two case studies that look at how two leading companies are approaching these challenges and opportunities.
